ORDINANCE 48

An ordinance providing for the regulation, vaccination and impounding of dogs.

THE CITY OF VERNDALE Ordains:

SUBDIVISION 1.  Definition.

(1) Rabies vaccination shall mean vaccination with a state approved rabies vaccine by a licensed veterinarian and boosters administered as recommended by the veterinarian or manufacturer of the vaccine.

(2) Running at large shall mean any dog not under the control of the owner, confined, tied, chained or leashed.

SUBDIVISION 2.  Rabies vaccination.

(1) All dogs kept within the City of Verndale, six months of age or older are required to 
be vaccinated against rabies in accordance with Subdivision (1).

(2) It shall be the responsibility of the owner or keeper of the dog to present proof of vaccination or age upon request of a police officer of the City of Verndale.

(3) Owners or keepers found in violation of Subdivision 2(1) shall have fifteen days to comply.

SUBDIVISION 2(a).  KEEPING.

(1) It is unlawful for any person to keep or harbor more than two (2) dogs at their 
residence.  All dogs must be licensed with the City of Verndale and have required vaccinations as set out in Subdivision 2. (Effective date: 09/05/95)

SUBDIVISION 3.  Dogs causing a nuisance.

(1) No dog shall be permitted to run at large in the City of Verndale

(2) No person shall keep a dog that habitually barks, cries or disturbs the peace and order within the City of Verndale.

SUBDIVISION 4.  Impounding of dogs.

(1) Any dog picked up in violation of Subdivision 3(1) shall be returned to the owner if known or impounded for a period not to exceed five days.  While the dog is impounded a reasonable attempt shall be made to notify the owner.

(2) It shall be the responsibility of the owner to pay the impound fee prior to the release of the dog.

(2a) There will be a $20.00 transportation fee if the dog is to be impounded. (8/7/95)

(3) Any dog not claimed in five days will be destroyed.

(4) The impound fee will be set by resolution of the Council.

SUBDIVISION 5.  Penalties.

(1) Any owner or keep of a dog found in violation of Subdivision 2(1) and (2) may be fined up to $25.00.

(2) Any owner or keeper of a dog found in violation of Subdivision 2(3) may be fined up to $100.00.

(3) Any owner of keeper of a dog observed in violation of Subdivision 3(1) and (2) shall be given a copy of this ordinance and a verbal warning for the first offense.

(4) Any owner or keeper of a dog observed in violation of Subdivision 3(1) and (2) for a second time within six months may be fined up to $100.00.

(5) Any owner or keeper of a dog observed in violation of Subdivision 3(1) and (2) for a third or subsequent time within six months may be fined up to $100.00.

SUBDIVISION 6.  With the passage by the City Council and its publication, Ordinance 41 regarding dogs shall be repealed.

SUBDIVISION 7.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its publication according to law.
