ORDINANCE 47

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CITY OF VERNDALE ORDINANCE 45 SECTION I, ADOPTED SEPTEMBER 7 1978, AND ENTITLED “AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING RATES AND REGULATIONS FOR WATER SERVICE AND PROVIDING FOR COLLECTION THEREFOR”

The amendment is as follows:

SECTION I

Water rates shall be paid quarterly, and from and after October 1, 1980 at the following rates as indicated.

A.
Following the date of enactment of this Ordinance, all present residential water 

users and churches from and after October 1, 1980 will be charged an additional 

Three and no/100 ($3.00) Dollars per month, or be charged a total of Five and 

no/100 ($5.00) Dollars per month for water services.

B.
Due to proportionally higher water use, from and after October 1, 1980 the 

following structures will be charged an additional Seven and 50/100 ($7.50) 

Dollars per month for services rendered:

1. 
Filling Stations

2.
Cafes

3.
Beauty Shop

4.
Lumber Company

Thus the monthly charge for water use for each of the above named customers 

will be Twelve and 50/100 ($12.50) Dollars per month.

C.
From and after October 1, 1980 the following structures will be charged Ten and 

no/100 ($10.00) Dollars per month for water services rendered:

1.
Municipal Buildings

2.
Fire Hall

3.
Public Restrooms

4.
Community Center

D.
From and after October 1, 1980, for water services rendered, the Laundromat will 

be charged an additional Twenty and no/100 ($20.00) Dollars per month for water 

services rendered or a total of Thirty Three and 33/100 ($33.33) Dollars per 

month, the school will be charged an additional Sixty and no/100 ($60.00) 

Dollars per month, or Ninety Three and 33/100 ($93.33) Dollars per month total, 

and the mobile home court will be charged Three and 50/100 ($3.50) Dollars per 

month per unit.

E.
From and after October 1, 1980 all commercial, business, and non-residential 

users other than indicated above shall be charged an additional Four and 50/100 

($4.00) Dollars per month, or charged a total of Seven and 50/100 ($7.50) Dollars 

per month for water services.

SECTION II

for those units which are being assessed for the water improvement system which do not have water service as of October 1, 1980, and should they in the future connect to the water system, they will obtain a credit on the Three Hundred and no/100 ($300.00) Dollar connection fee of the assessment amounts they have already paid as of the date of their connection.

This Ordinance becomes effective from and after its passage and publication.
