PUBLIC NOTICE
Following is a summary of the new ordinances and amendments passed by the Verndale City Council on September 5, 1995:

CURFEW: It is unlawful for any minor under the age of sixteen years to be in public places between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. Sunday through Thursday nights and between the hours of 1:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. on all other nights.  The only exceptions are for “School Nights” and “Youth Nights”.

SKATEBOARDS, ROLLER SKATES & ROLLER BLADES: It is unlawful for any person to operate, propel or ride a skateboard or roller skates in the “Downtown Area”.  The following streets are the “Downtown Area”: First, Second & Third Avenue South, Brown Street South and Farwell Street South.

DOG ORDINANCE: It is unlawful for any person to keep or harbor more than two (2) dogs at their residence.  Any existing residence keeping more than two (2) dogs must have them registered and licensed with the City of Verndale.

Full copies of these ordinances are located at the First National Bank, the Post Office and the City Office.  They are effective immediately.
