AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OPERATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF VERNDALE, MINNESOTA, AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

The Village Council of the Village of Verndale do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1

No person shall operate a motor vehicle within the Village of Verndale, Minnesota, who is under the age of fifteen (15) years, unless accopanied at the time by a licensed chauffer, the owner, or by a competent person over 15 years of age authorized by the owner of the motor vehicle being operated, provided that such owner must be 15 years of age or over.

Section II

Any person shall operate a motor vehicle within the Village limits of the Village of Verndale, Minnesota, in willful and wanton disregard of the rights or safety of others, and in a manner so as to endanger any person, shall be guilty of a violation of this ordinance.
